They 
face challenging barriers on a day-to-day basis, including language, culture, and 
inclusion. Over 90% of the families LHCC serves are Hispanic, with predominantly 
Spanish-speaking parents and English-speaking children. Although this could be seen 
as a potential challenge, we actually see it as a great opportunity. Because at LHCC, we 
believe that language should not be a barrier and that all families deserve dignity.

The Needs We’re Meeting

Our Programs
We focus on three critical areas inspired by our mission: scholastic, 
spiritual, and social support. No matter the service area, we’re 
intentionally relationship-oriented and passionate about connecting 
with the families we serve. That’s our commitment to our community.

ACCESSIBILITY: We’re committed to providing 
resources and programs that would otherwise be 
too difficult to find and too costly to implement 
because we want to see more families flourish. 

SECURITY: Parents in our program are looking for 
a safe refuge, where they feel comfortable enough 
to bring their families for programming—bringing 
a sense of renewed hope and security in nutrition, 
housing, and community safety.

ADVOCACY: Our families need English-speaking 
advocates on their behalf in an English-based 
educational and workforce system. Since they 
already deal with extra hurdles and barriers to 
entry in their lives, it’s critical these families have 
advocates in their corner to help.
